Admissions & Tour Policies and Guidelines

Thank you for inquiring about visiting our Museum and Library. We are proud of our institution, and
hope to share the history, art, traditions and culture of Armenia with as many visitors as possible.
Quality exhibits and programs come at a cost that we seek to defray through admissions fees,
membership dues, and donations. Your contributions are greatly appreciated.

ALMA galleries are open on Thursday from 6-9 pm and Friday through Sunday from 1-5pm. Our
standard admission fee is $5 per person; free for members. Admission includes full entry to our galleries
housing our permanent and temporary exhibitions on the first and second floors, as well as our
contemporary art gallery on the third floor. A wide range of gifts and souvenirs are available for
purchase in our Museum shop.

ALMA hosts a vibrant calendar of lectures, presentations, and special events, many of which are open to
the public. The standard admission fee to these events is $5 per person; free for members. Special
workshops and programs may require reservations and additional fees. Please direct further inquiries to
staff.

Private tours are available, but must be scheduled and reserved in advance. Additional charges may
apply depending on the size of the group and whether tours are scheduled during standard or non-
standard visiting hours.

Standard gallery hours- private group tours may be scheduled during standard gallery hours for no
additional charge depending on curatorial staff availability. There may be a charge for larger groups
exceeding 25 persons.
Non-standard gallery hours- Tours may be scheduled during non-standard gallery hours subject to the
following:
e Tour minimum-a minimum of 10 people are required for a private tour.
e Feeschedule:
e 1-25 people- $5/per person
e 26-50- people- $S8/person
e 50+ people- $10/person
e Upon request, tours can be tailored to accommodate specific thematic or collection interests,
depending on curatorial staff availability. We can also make arrangements to provide lunch or
dinner for an additional charge.
e Admission fees, tour charges, and store purchases are payable by cash or check. Please ask about
our membership programs.
